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Change in Group Campsite Reservations at Great Sand Dunes for Summer 2010
Group leaders who wish to reserve group campsites in Pinyon Flats campground for summer 2010 will do so via the National Recreation Reservation System (NRRS), announced Superintendent Art Hutchinson.  Individual site campers will also now have the opportunity to reserve individual sites from NRRS.  Hutchinson noted “Many park visitors would like the opportunity to reserve a site well ahead of their visit, and this will definitely help them plan their visit.”    The NRSS is a proven system that is in use in many national park units and is very popular with park visitors.  The cost of camping at the park will not increase in 2010.   Individual sites will remain at $14 per night.  Group sites will be priced at $60 and $80 per night with a maximum capacity of 30 campers in the smaller and 40 campers in the larger sites.
Great Sand Dunes staff are currently working with the NRRS programmers to put specific park site information on the web site and will be running test scenarios during the month of January.   “We anticipate that the Great Sand Dunes portion of the national reservation site will be ready to start taking reservations for this by February 15, 2010,” said Hutchinson.   Reservations will be available on-line via www.Recreation.gov  or by phone at 888-448-1474.  
The park will no longer accept group site reservations by telephone; all reservations will go through NRRS.  “We realize this is a big change in procedure for folks who are used to camping with us,” said Hutchinson.  “We think it’s an improvement that will help campers who want to use the individual sites, as well group leaders who are trying to set up trips for their groups.”
