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Limited Water in Pinyon Flats Campground 
Only limited water and restrooms will be available at Pinyon Flats Campground beginning this weekend, announced Great Sand Dunes National Park and Preserve Superintendent Art Hutchinson.  “We have to drain and reseal the campground water tank before cold temperatures arrive,” he said.  “We’ll do our best to keep campers comfortable, and we’re grateful the other campgrounds in the area are open and able to accommodate campers, too.”

Beginning Friday, September 11, drinking water will be unavailable in Loop 2, the group loop, and the dump station.  Drinking water and flush toilets will be available in the restroom buildings in Loop 1 of the campground, and porta-potties will be available in the other loops.  Drinking water will also be available at the Visitor Center and the Dunes Parking Lot.  Campsites will be available on a first come-first served basis.   The RV dump station will be closed until repairs can be completed, or freezing temperatures arrive.  Updated information will be available at www.nps.gov/grsa
Two other campgrounds are located within 11 miles of Pinyon Flats campground.  Both offer tent and RV sites:  the Sand Dunes Oasis, located immediately outside the park boundary, can be reached at (719) 378-2222.  San Luis Lakes State Park, located on County Lane 6N, about 10 miles southwest of the Visitor Center, is open with water and electric in campsites, and vault toilets.
