Park Watch Program

The Park Watch Program is much like a Neighborhood Watch.  You become the eyes and ears that help protect this historic battlefield.  Many of you probably already enjoy walking,  jogging, and cycling in the park, or you may be a regular visitor who seeks out the many opportunities the park offers to learn about our history.  We would like you to consider taking an active role in the protection of your park.

Although Park Rangers patrol the park on a regular basis, they may not see everything you see.  As a Park Watch Volunteer, your efforts can help make the park a cleaner and safer place as well as help preserve a part of your country’s heritage.

How you can help

While you are out enjoying the park, wear your Park Watch tee-shirt.  Be mindful and aware of people and things around you.  Report any illegal or suspicious activity, medical situations, and any safety concerns.

The park is also seeking a limited number of volunteers to perform scheduled patrols of the park.  If you are interested in participating in an organized volunteer Park Watch patrol, please contact the park’s Chief Ranger: 288-1776.  Participants will be required to complete an application, background check, and training.
What to report

· Criminal and suspicious activities in the park.

· Destruction or defacement of buildings or monuments - Please be alert to people in the areas of the monuments, particularly at dusk.  Our monuments are historic and irreplaceable.  Vandals could rapidly and permanently deface or destroy monuments with paint or tools or hard objects.

· Removal of Artifacts - The use of metal detectors and/or digging in the park is illegal.  The removal of artifacts is stealing our historic and archeological record.

· Theft from cars - “Car clouting” is breaking of car windows and removal of items inside.  If you see this occurring or see suspicious individuals looking inside vehicle windows please call authorities.

· Obscene behavior - Please report anyone making inappropriate comments or gestures.
· Drug use - Please report any activity associated with drugs, for example, people exchanging money, someone avoiding detection, an individual disoriented, walking erratically, or slurring speech.

· Medical emergencies - Please report any situation in the park that may require medical attention.  If it is an emergency, please call 9-1-1.
· Safety concerns - Please report anything that might pose a threat to the safety of park visitors, such as, rotten or fallen trees and limbs, bridges, benches or structures in disrepair, abnormally behaving wildlife, or unsafe operation of vehicles.
Information needed:

· Suspect description - physical description: race, gender, age, height, weight, hair color, hair style, facial hair, clothing, etc.
· Location - location where activity occurred as well as current location of suspect, direction suspect is moving in.  Park Watch volunteers should become familiar with landmarks in the park.  Always know where you are in the park.
· Vehicle description - make, model, and color of suspect’s vehicle, license plate number, last known direction of travel.
· What happened - a detailed account of the suspicious or criminal activity.
Your safety is most important.  

Do not attempt to stop any illegal 

activity.
