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· Groups of 11 or more must have a permit.

· Camping is not allowed on or beyond the sand dunes of the seashore.

· Litter must be removed from the campsite.

· No glass is allowed at the beach campsite.

· Campfires are permitted only on the beach below the extreme high tide line, not on sand dunes or in the wooded areas.  Cut no firewood.

· Pets are not allowed on the wilderness islands, Horn or Petit Bois Islands.

· Sport fishing and the taking of shellfish must be in accordance with State regulations. 

· Please do not feed or harm wildlife or remove plant life; they are federally protected within the National Seashore. 

· Observe the closure signs for nesting birds or sea turtles.

· Firearms are prohibited within the park boundaries.

· All State Laws are enforced.

· Leave No Trace
Obtaining a Group Permit

· Groups of 11 or more must have a free permit to visit the wilderness islands.

· Stop by the Davis Bayou Visitor Center that is opened from 8:30-4:30 daily in Ocean Springs on US Highway 90.  Call the Visitor Center at 228-875—9057 for information on island camping in Mississippi. Visit the park’s in-depth webpage at www.nps.gov/guis.

· Permits should be issued 7 days in advance.

· The camping areas are very primitive; they lack fresh water and sanitation facilities.  All necessities need to be packed in and all trash, including human waste, must be removed and disposed in a correct manner.
