» GWMP is responsible for snow
alleviation in the construction
corridor. Safety of GWMP
crews and motorists is
paramount.

» Current traffic configuration
creates complexity for how the
roadway will be treated.

> Concern for ice storms and
storms forecasted for more than
2 inches of snow.
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INCLEMENT WEATHER STRATEGY

» Duration of storm will also be
considered for approach on
how to treat the roadway.
