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In the event of a federal government shutdown Harpers Ferry National Historical Park  will close and secure park facilities effective Saturday, April 9.  This closure includes all park buildings, trails and shuttle bus service.  All events, educational programs, tours and activities will be cancelled.  The train station parking lot will remain open, however the train station will be closed. Shoreline Drive will be closed. The park will remain closed until the federal government reopens.  The Harpers Ferry Historical Association Bookshop will also be closed.





If the federal government reopens by Thursday, April 14 the park will present a modified commemoration of War Comes to Harpers Ferry: the Burning of the Arsenal on April 16-17.
