As part of the 150th Commemoration of John Brown’s  Raid, Harpers Ferry National Historical Park proudly presents Slavery, the Abolitionist Movement and Reflections of Jefferson and Lincoln on Saturday, July 25, 2009, at 1:00 and 3:00 p.m. in the Lower Town District of the park.
