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The Education Branch at Harpers Ferry National Historical Park will host its 2012 Summer Institute for Teachers, June 18 -22.  Twenty-five educators from Maryland, Ohio, Pennsylvania, Virginia, and West Virginia, will be participating this year.  During the institute, participants will learn about the events of 1862: the occupation in February of Harpers Ferry by Federal troops; the creation of the “Railroad Brigade,” to guard the vital Baltimore & Ohio Railroad; the mid-September 1862 Maryland Campaign, including the Siege of Harpers Ferry; and the issuance of the Emancipation Proclamation, a document that changed the whole nature of the war.  In addition to hearing from a number of famous Civil War historians, the participating teachers will have the opportunity to visit the sites connected with the 1862 Maryland Campaign, experience many of the hands-on activities and programs that the Education Branch uses when school and teachers’ groups come to visit the park, and use technology, by writing and producing a podcast.
