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Park’s General Management Plan Posted to 
Federal Register
Harpers Ferry National Historical Park 
(NHP) announces the availability of a 
Draft General Management Plan/En-
vironmental Impact Statement on the 
Federal Register. In August of 2008 it 
was sent out for review and comment, 
however, technically, the plan must be 
published with a Notice of Availability 
in the Federal Register.

Due to unforeseen technical complica-
tions and a change in administrations, 
the Notice of Availability was not 
published until recently.  The National 
Park Service has accepted comments 
and will continue to accept comments 
until June 29, 2009.

The general management plan is the 
document that will guide park manage-
ment and development for the foresee-
able future, in this case 15-20 years. 
Similar to a master plan for a com-
munity, it provides a vision and broad 
framework within which the park will 
manage cultural and natural resources, 
identify appropriate types and levels 
of visitor activities, and determine the 
extent of facility development needed. 
Incorporated into the general manage-
ment plan is an environmental impact 
statement describing the effects of 
actions proposed in the plan.
