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 On Saturday and Sunday, August 25-26, 2007, Harpers Ferry National Historical Park will present “Who Built America?”  Join Park Rangers and volunteers of the Frederick Ladies Relief Society from 11 to 4 each day for demonstrations and talks featuring the types of employment held by Harpers Ferry`s mid-nineteenth century citizens.





Experience daily life skills Victorians needed for housing, clothing and to put food on the table.   The townspeople were mostly working class and produced products or goods.  These people were the backbone of the community, providing the goods and services for 3,000 white and black citizens.  They also were eyewitnesses to the town’s significant history that helped to establish the town as a National Historical Park.  The Park preserves these citizens’ stories and America’s collective memory to allow visitors to gain a greater understanding of the park’s history.





Featured will be stories and demonstrations about the towns mid 19th century workers such as Mrs. Stipes’ Boarding House, Philip Frankel’s Ready Made Clothing Shop, The Rifle Works, Frederick Roeder’s White Hall Tavern and Confectionery.
