October 16-18  150th Anniversary Commemora-
tion of John Brown’s Raid   Saturday 10-9pm  
Sunday 10-4pm  Public events focusing on the 36 
hours of John Brown’s Raid 150 years ago.  The 
weekend includes music, drama, scholarship, living 
history, family & youth activities, and ranger con-
ducted programs.
