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Hamilton Grange National Memorial Restoration Update – July 24, 2009
Work on Hamilton Grange National Memorial continues both on the inside and outside of the historic home.

As the restoration progresses, the painstaking work of carefully pulling back the layers of paint and plaster to reach the original “fabric” of the building has provided clues to the original appearance of the Grange’s interior, including that not all of the rooms were painted. The entryway was left with just its plaster finish, while the dinning room appears to have been painted with a soft yellow. 

On the ground floor (foundation) level that will house the visitor center as well as interpretive exhibits, most of the non-load bearing walls have been installed and the duct-work has been hung.

Outside, the basic framework for the front porch has been constructed and can be seen against the front façade of the Grange. Part of the next steps for this portion of the work will involve preparing for the installation of the lift/elevator system to provide access to the historic home for visitors with mobility impairments.

Additionally, a roof has been constructed on the eastern piazza and the brackets that will hold the main roof’s balustrade (decorative railings) have been affixed to the roofline and are visible to passersby. 

On the evening of July 15, the restoration team met at the site to look at various ways to light the house at night. They worked late into the evening to determine the best arrangement as this lighting will both illuminate the architecture of the Grange and assist with site security.
