Thank you for your interest in applying for the ‘Imi i ka Lama Internship Program at Haleakala National
Park. Please read the background information and instructions before filling out the application form.
If you decide to pursue an internship position with us, you will need to submit your completed
application packet no later than March 1, 2013. Incomplete packets and those postmarked after the
deadline date will not be accepted, no exceptions.

Background

The ‘Imii ka Lama Internship offers field-based opportunities for college age students to learn about
the National Park system, its mission and programs to protect natural and historical resources, and
explore potential career choices. The program affords interns a chance to work alongside park
professionals in various programs, including Resources Management, Interpretation, and Facilities
Management.

This eight-week long program is intended for those who have an interest in pursuing a career in natural
resources conservation and/or the National Park Service. It does not preclude applicants without prior

experience in environmental service, but does seek individuals who have an interest and willingness to
learn about the natural environment at Haleakala and the ongoing efforts to protect its unique species,
many of which are found only on Maui.

‘Imi i ka Lama is one of three internship programs at Haleakala National Park. Others include Kupukupu
‘Aina for middle school students and P6hai Maile for high school students. All of these programs offer
critical stepping stones towards a career in the National Park Service, a benefit offered specifically to
aid Hawai‘i’s youth and their professional aspirations.

Living Allowance

Interns will earn a Living Allowance of $200 per week, which is intended to help offset the cost of
supplies and equipment required for the program that will not be issued by the park. The Team Leader
will earn $430 per week. Monies are subject to taxes and are distributed every two weeks. This may be
paid by direct deposit to your checking or savings account should you sign up for it.
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Eligibility Requirements

Applicants must be:

A Hawai‘i resident and at least 18 years old. Team Leader applicants must be at least 21 years old.
Available full-time between June 3-July 26, 2013 (7:30 a.m. —4:00 p.m.) plus travel time

Able to provide own daily transportation to and from designated pick-up sites at the War
Memorial Stadium in Kahului or Eddie Tam Gym in Makawao. Free transportation to and from
these sites will be provided by program staff. Park housing will not be available.

Able to work outdoors at sea level and at elevations between 7,000-10,000 feet in varying
weather conditions

Willing and able to be trained in Helicopter B-3 Aviation Safety Training

Willing and able to hike on uneven terrain with a 50 |Ib backpack and tools

Willing and able to camp in remote areas with no facilities, no cell phone reception, and in varying
weather conditions for a week at a time

Available to attend the three-day Hawai‘i Conservation Conference in Honolulu between July 16-
18, 2013. All expenses will be covered by the program.

To apply

1) Fill out the general application form and the corresponding questionnaire for each position that
you’re interested in (i.e. Vegetation Management, Interpretation, etc.)

2) Obtain three (3) letters of recommendation. They must include a minimum of one
teacher/professor and one work supervisor. Each letter must be contained in a sealed envelope
and mailed to the address below.

3) Submit your completed application form, resume, and official transcripts via mail or fax by
March 1, 2013 to:
