They won overall at the Kupuna Hula Festival with the song,
Tutu E. They also won the Moku o Keawe competition on numerous occasions. They make all of their
own colorful costumes and lei, singing and dancing hapa-haole hula and have performed at the park’s
annual cultural festival on numerous occasions.
