Ladies and Gentlemen:
In accordance with the terms and conditions of your contract, enclosed is a competitive Complete Audiovisual Productions and Services requirement to provide the National Park Service with two interactive programs, seven interpretive exhibit video programs and one audio station.  All programs will be shown in the Visitor Center at the USS Arizona Memorial.  However, they may be used in other venues for interpretive and educational programs. 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Pricing for this project should be submitted on the Contract Pricing Forms provided as Attachment D to the basic contract.  Please note that there is a pricing sheet provided for the traditional audiovisual production work and another for the multimedia work.
Award of a task order will be made to that responsible offeror whose proposal conforming to the Scope of Work represents the best value to the Government price and other factors to be considered.  Evaluation will include the qualifications and experience of the key personnel including the expertise of the historic consultant and footage researcher along with the samples of the scriptwriter.  These factors together with the level of effort for the entire production will be evaluated to determine the best value to the National Park Service.  These factors will be considered more important than cost or price, although price will be evaluated as to its reasonableness and realism.
We reserve the right to make an award without further discussion of the proposals received.  Therefore, it is important that your proposal be submitted initially on the most favorable terms from both the technical and cost standpoints.
