Total firm-fixed-price.  The price for this project should be submitted on the Contract Pricing Form provided as Attachment D to the basic contract.   

Award of a task order will be made to that responsible offeror whose proposal conforming to the Scope of Work represents the best value to the government price and other factors to be considered.  Evaluation will include the quality of the samples. This factor together with the level of effort for the entire production will be evaluated to determine the best value to the National Park Service.  These factors will be considered more important than cost or price, although price will be evaluated as to its reasonableness and realism.
