Reminders:

One portion of the trip involves an audio podcast 

tour.  To prepare in advance for this, please download the “Hike Through History” to 

your personal audio device.  Go to www.nps.gov/hofr.  Open up the “Home of Franklin D. 

Roosevelt National Historic Site” web page.  Click on “Photos and Multimedia”.  Download 

the “TOUR: Top Cottage”. Book mark it on your device.  Plug in your earphones and press 

play to test it out!!!   

 

Bring a cell-phone if you have one to call your parents on the way home (to pick you up!!!) 

 

You may bring a camera to take pictures of our experience! 

 

We are stopping for dinner on the way home, be sure to bring money!
