The National Park Service (NPS) is beginning work on a new general management plan at Honouliuli 
National Historic Site. The plan will provide broad direction for management across the entire park. 

About the Park 
Honouliuli National Historic Site once 
housed over 4,000 prisoners of war 
and 400 American civilians in the 
largest and longest-used World War 
II incarceration camp in the Hawaiian 
Islands. The National Park Service aims to 
preserve the legacy of the camp through 
its history and stories of the people 
imprisoned, and inspire refection on 
wartime experiences and the need to 
protect civil liberties in times of confict. 

About the General Management  
Plan 
General management plans are required 
by law for every unit of the national 
park system per the National Parks and 
Recreation Act of 1978. These plans 
provide high-level direction for park 
managers and help guide decisions 
about preserving cultural and natural 
resources, developing the infrastructure 
needed to support visitor use, and 
determining appropriate levels of visitor 
use and park boundaries.
