Recycling with Citi Log

Near the pre-existing Liberty Bell Pavilion, located at 5th and Market Streets, a terrace and the area surrounding are grounds for approximately 30 Red Oak and ornamental trees.  Do to age, the trees, terrace, benches and lampposts will be removed and replaced with a new landscape design which compliments the park better.  In efforts to keep Independence National Historical Park a green establishment, park staff united with Citi Log, a division of MW Wood Enterprises, Inc.   

Citi Log is an environmentally friendly company which helps protect the atmosphere by keeping practical materials out of the trash.  Urban logs damaged from storms, age, or disease are carefully removed and recycled into high-quality, custom-milled wood products and trees that are not dumped in landfills, ground up for mulch or cut for firewood.  Those trees that are removed at the terrace will be cut and milled into boards for future use.    
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
