Repairs at City Tavern
The City Tavern, completed on the eve of the American Revolution, served the elite class of 1773 and upcoming years.  More than a bar at the time, the 18th Century tavern was a center for political discussions, business transactions and social events.  Members of the Continental Congress dined, lodged and celebrated here.

Due to the decay of the railing, at the rear end of the reconstructed City Tavern, Independence maintenance staff replaced the railing with a temporary wooden rail.  For safety purposes, the wooden structure will remain until the new railing is constructed, painted, and placed to serve as a replica of the original.  Staff is in the process of installing one of the two railings this week.
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
