
Mount Baldy is the tallest moving sand dune 
in the national lakeshore. The half-buried 
trees on its south slope attest to this 
movement. Without vegetation to hold the 
sand, Mount Baldy will continue its 
deliberate march inland.

Do not climb the closed dune slope. Please 
hike the trail to access the summit and 
beach. By staying on designated trails,
you are helping preserve Mount Baldy for 
this and future generations. Please secure all valuables out of sight.
