
I am going on an extended trip to Isle Royale. Can I store clean clothes or a box of food? 

Option #1

[bookmark: _GoBack]The Rock Harbor Lodge and Windigo Store have a room for storage of packages. For a nominal price the visitor can store a box. Please note: The concessionaire will not store food or fuel. The box will need to be hand delivered to the Rock Harbor Lodge or Windigo store. For additional information, contact the concessionaire at (866) 644-2003 (winter) or (906) 337-4993 (summer). 

Option #2

The second option for food or clothes drop-off utilizes the U.S. Postal Service carrier, the Voyageur II. Please note:  Fuel cannot be sent through the U.S. Mail. Using the U.S. Postal Service, visitors can mail a package to themselves to either Windigo or Rock Harbor.  Delivery dates must match the boat schedule (see www.grand-isle-royale.com for schedule). The visitor should plan on meeting the boat to receive their package. When sending a package through the U.S. Postal Service, plan on your package arriving a day or two prior to your delivery date. Address your package with the following information:

In addition, place the following information on the lower left side of the package being shipped: 

Destination: Windigo or Rock Harbor 
Date of pick-up: Month/Day/Year 

Please note: The Grand Portage Post Office does not have space to store packages. Please have your package arrive one or two days prior to your pick-up date. 

Option #3

The third option utilizes the Voyageur II other scheduled stops. For a nominal fee, packages may be picked up at McCargoe Cove, Daisy Farm, Chippewa Harbor, or Malone Bay by making prior arrangements with the ferry service. To check on scheduled stops, go to www.grand-isle-royale.com. To make arrangements for shipping packages to these locations, please call 218-475-0024.
