



SUPPLEMENTARY DIRECTIONS FOR COMPLETING THE “CERTIFICATIONS REGARDING DEBARMENT, SUSPENSION AND OTHER RESPONSIBILITY MATTERS, DRUG-FREE WORKPLACE REQUIREMENTS AND LOBBYING,” FORM (DI 2010)


1) Part A:  Certification Regarding Debarment, Suspension, and Other Responsibility Matters—Primary Covered Transactions:   Check “Part A.”  (A “Primary Covered Transaction” is the grant between the National Park Service (NPS) and the applicant). 

2) Part B: Certification Regarding Debarment, Suspension, Ineligibility and Voluntary Exclusion—Lower Tier Covered Transactions:  Do not check “Part B” as this is only applicable for Lower Tier Covered Transactions, that is, grantees entering into a subgrant agreement. (A “Lower Tier Covered Transaction” is a subgrant or subaward between the grant recipient and another entity). 

3) Part C:  Certification Regarding Drug-Free Workplace Requirements:  Check “Part C,” as this certification applies to all eligible grantees.  

4) Part D:  Certification Regarding Drug-Free Workplace Requirements:  Do not check “Part D,” as this certification applies only to applicants who are individuals.  

5) Part E:  Certification Regarding Lobbying Certification for Contracts, Grants, Loans, and Cooperative Agreements :  If the grant amount exceeds $100,000, check the first certification, which reads “Certification is for the award of any of the following and the amount exceeds $100,000; a Federal grant or cooperative agreement; subcontract, or subgrant under the grant or cooperative agreement.”  Do not check the second certification, as this applies only to federal loans. 

6) Signature of Authorized Certifying Official:  The completed form must have an original signature and be in ink.  
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
