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collection.  Periodic enhancements to visitor facilities and exhibits have also been financed by Bi-State. Jefferson National Parks Association


The Jefferson National Parks Association (originally Jefferson National Expansion Historical Association, JNEHA), was founded as a non profit through a memorandum of agreement with the National Park Service on January 13, 1961.  The association was created to assist with the interpretation of the park through the administration of sales outlets and other assistance.  Since that time JNPA has managed the museum stores at the park where it has sold books and interpretive items.  JNPA has funded the creation of new and specialized items for sale that help to interpret park themes.  At one time they supported a ranger corps, uniformed as JNPA employees, who worked alongside NPS staff to interpret the facility.  Salaries and benefits for this staff were commensurate with NPS standards.  Although these employees have been converted to National Park Service interpretive rangers, JNPA continues to fund general and specialized interpretive personnel (such as those who perform exhibit construction and maintenance), as well as archivists, librarians, and other support staff.  In the 1980s JNPA was the “middleman” in the transfer of the property known as Whitehaven to the National Park Service; this historic house and property became the Ulysses S. Grant National Historic Site.  JNPA has since expanded to include museum stores at Grant, Little Rock Central High School NHS, Brown vs. Board of Education NHS, the National Great Rivers Museum in Alton, Illinois, the Mississippi River Visitor Center in St. Paul, Minnesota, the Lewis and Clark Visitor Center in Crofton, Nebraska, the Missouri National Recreational River in Yankton, South Dakota, and the Chippewa National Forest in Cass Lake, Minnesota. 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A key to the success of Jefferson National Expansion Memorial throughout its years of operation has been the assistance it has received from two key park partners, Gateway Arch Riverfront/Bi-State Development Agency and the Jefferson National Parks Association.





Gateway Arch Riverfront/Metro Business Enterprises


Gateway Arch Riverfront/ Bi-State Development Agency exists to support activities at Jefferson National Expansion Memorial, specifically in offering amenities to the public such as a parking facility, fee collection, tram rides to the top of the Arch, bicycle rentals, helicopter tours and riverboat excursions.  Their efforts involve improvements to interpretive and educational amenities, including exhibits, as well as publicizing the site and its programs.  The organization is a branch of the Bi-State Development Agency, which operates public transportation in the St. Louis metropolitan area.  When the time came for construction of the Gateway Arch in 1960, the National Park Service did not have the funds to install the tram system to take visitors to the top of the structure.  Bi-State stepped up, offering to finance, build and operate the system.  Their assistance has enabled the smooth operation of the trams for over 40 years.  In the fulfillment of an agreement between the City of St. Louis and the Memorial, Bi-State also offered to finance and operate a parking garage on park grounds.  An agreement also them to collect National Park Service entrance fees along with fees for tram rides and other programs. This has saved much time, effort and money for the National Park Service, which can put its financial resources and personnel into interpretive and educational endeavors rather than fee
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
