Dr. Moore has worked at this park since 1991.  He holds a BFA degree from Syracuse University, and MA and Ph.D. degrees in history from Washington University in St. Louis.  In his position he answers requests for information from the public; participates in press interviews; conducts oral history interviews with persons associated with the park’s history; and researches the history of the park, of St. Louis, of the westward expansion movement, and of Dred Scott and slavery.  Dr. Moore teaches as an adjunct professor in Washington University’s University College.  His articles on Lewis and Clark, westward expansion, and Dred Scott have appeared in national magazines. He is the author of eight books, including The Gateway Arch: An Architectural Dream (2005).
