As we gear-up for the centennial celebration in 2016, the five National Parks of Western Pennsylvania will join with the more than 400 parks across the country to celebrate  "America's Best Idea" with an Entrance "Fee Free Day" on Sunday, August 25!

"National parks belong to all Americans and offer something for everyone. I invite you to visit us and hike one of our trails and learn more about our nation’s history,” said Jeff Reinbold, Superintendent of the five Western Pennsylvania National Parks.
