Road work will warrant the closure of the Kaloko gravel road (Ala Nui Kaloko), off 
Highway 19 between mile markers 96 & 97, and access to Kaloko Fishpond Coastal 
Picnic area on Monday, August 11, 2014 from 8:00am – 5:00pm till Friday August 22, 
2014 from 8:00am – 5:00pm.  The road will be closed to both vehicle and pedestrian 
access.  This closure is to insure visitor safety from Heavy Equipment that will be 
working on the road. The road will be closed until the work is completed.  If work is 
completed ahead of schedule the road maybe opened sooner.
