	Exit Glacier lower trails and campground
	Juvenile black bear seen numerous times in area. Acting unsure, often retreating from people but has demonstrated stress displays (huffing). Please give all bears adequate space and room to retreat.

	7/25/12
	Exit Glacier lower trails
	Brown bear with cubs still being seen in area. Be alert.

	7/10/12
	Exit Glacier lower trails
	Brown bear obtained food from trash cans throughout the Exit Glacier area including campground

	7/9/12
	Exit Glacier lower trails
	Brown bear with cubs charged two different groups of visitors to within 15 feet. Bear and cubs then ran off.

	6/29/12
	Exit Glacier lower trails
	Black bear approached visitor. Retreated when visitor clapped.

	6/15/12
	Exit Glacier
	Brown bear with cubs has been seen in the area since late May (both on the Harding Icefield Trail and the lower trails). She reportedly acted aggressively (e.g., swatting the ground) during one encounter. 

	6/10/12
	Exit Glacier Harding Icefield Trail
	A black bear with cubs has been observed acting defensively (e.g., huffing and swatting the ground) five different times during the past two weeks on the lower portion of the Harding Icefield Trail.
