Please read the following, as programs and rules have changed.

All educational programs are free and require advance reservations at least two weeks prior to the intended date of your visit. Programs are offered Monday – Friday and during the Cobb County school calendar year ONLY. There is an online calendar to see what dates are available at www.my.calendars.net/kemoschoolvisits. 

We do not accommodate groups that show up without advance reservations. Reservation requests should be made via email to Benita_Duling@nps.gov or you may complete the reservation sheet found on our website.
 We do not take reservations by telephone. 
Reservation sheets for school visits and traveling trunks are available at our website (www.nps.gov/kemo) or may be sent to you by email. Please have back-up dates in mind for your visit. Ranger-led educational programs are very popular and available dates go quickly, so when making reservations, please don’t be disappointed if your first choice is unavailable. 

When Can You Visit?

Ranger-led programs are available on Mondays and Tuesdays ONLY and are limited to groups  no larger than 60 students. Schools whose numbers exceed the 60-student limit must arrange to visit multiple days to accommodate all students. 
There are no exceptions.
Those who are unable to visit on a Monday or Tuesday or choose not to receive a ranger-led program may participate in a self-guided visit to the Battlefield Monday - Friday. Self-guided visits also require advance reservation. Please be aware that if you have a large number of students, no more than forty students may enter the building at a time.
