1. EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR REPORT – SCOTT SEE REPORT 

(highlighted items from report to commission)
a) Advise the NPS at KNHP on park planning, 

preservation, interpretation, and operational matters:
1. No significant action in this area.

b) Develop the Keweenaw Heritage Sites Program into a 
consortium of fully sustainable sites:

1. The Spring Keweenaw Heritage Site Meeting 
occurred on May 14.  This year we held a joint 
meeting with the Northland Historical Consortium at 
Michigan Tech’s Memorial Union Building, and 
focused the content of the meeting on an interpretive 
planning and exhibit design workshop delivered by 
Dan Truckey from the Beaumier Heritage Center in 
Marquette. Twenty-six people representing twelve 
Heritage Sites attended the meeting, in addition to 
another ten people representing five consortium 
partners. See thanked Erik Nordberg from the 
Michigan Tech Archives for hosting the joint meeting 
and arranging a fantastic lunch for the participants.

Langseth asked how the sites are doing with staff 
training.  See responded that the sites he has 
witnessed appear to be doing a fine job – others he 
has not seen first hand.  A suggestion was made to 
offer examples of successful training programs to all 
sites.

2. The committee revising the Keweenaw Heritage Site 
Program made some progress in the spring, but the 
group is somewhat on hold at the moment as the 
summer season took priority for everyone. The group 
had several brainstorming sessions to discuss 
potential revisions to the program, and the members 
proposed new language for a number of the program 
documents. The group expects to be able to present 
the proposed revisions to the Heritage Sites in the fall.

3. See facilitated several Heritage Site marketing efforts 
during the quarter, including placing ads in local 



publications, printing new Heritage Site rack cards, 
and purchasing new logo merchandise. Miner Logo 
hats and t-shirts are now for sale at Adventure Mine, 
Quincy Mine, Delaware Mine, Coppertown, and Fort 
Wilkins. IRKPA has also expressed interest in selling 
logo merchandise.

Johnson asked about the success of the logo 
merchandise.  See responded that the merchandise 
appears to be selling well and that Coppertown has 
already been restocked with additional goods.

4. See attended Copper Range Museum’s annual 
volunteer training to provide the volunteers with an 
overview of the park and the Commission’s role. 

c) Develop partnerships that provide visitors with a 
cohesive, accessible, and engaging national park 
experience along the entire length of the Keweenaw:

1.  During the quarter, See continued my involvement as 
co-chair of the Quincy Smelter Steering Committee. 
The committee is working on several fronts to help 
Franklin Township to return the smelter to beneficial 
use. Throughout the quarter, See conducted several 
presentations to educate the public about the efforts 
at the site, including an appearance on Dick Storm’s 
radio program, “Keep it in the UP”, and an interview 
with reporter Jason Davis for KSTP, Channel 5 in 
Minneapolis. The NPS is already working to facilitate 
the completion of the second phase of the 
stabilization work required to make the site safe for 
public access. In addition, the Quincy Smelter 
Association has been giving monthly tours of the sites 
for the general public. This past weekend we toured 
the site with Senator Levin and the new Midwest 
Regional Director of the park service, Mike Reynolds, 
as part of the effort to move the discussion forward on 
the possible relocation of Isle Royale National Park’s 
facilities to the smelter site. Finally, the EPA will begin 
their remediation work on the eastern portion of the 
site sometime this week.

d) Promote a historic preservation ethic and emphasize 
heritage awareness:

1. The Keweenaw Heritage Grant Program once again 
received an overwhelming response with 52 



applications requesting just about $450,000 in funds. 
The evaluation committee selected 32 applications 
totaling $150,100 – the NPS awarded 5 grants 
totaling $37,600 and the Commission awarded 27 
grants totaling $112,500 (a separate summary of the 
grants is available). To date, See has completed 20 of 
the Commission’s 27 grant distributions. This work 
has included preparing the grant paperwork, meeting 
with the recipients, and facilitating compliance 
discussions with the NPS.

2. See compiled and submitted a National Byway grant 
application for Phase III of the Commission’s historic 
resource survey. The Commission’s survey project 
was chosen by the local byway committee as one of 
three applications to forward to the State for 
consideration. We received word from the State 
coordinator that our application was forwarded on to 
the Federal level – now we just have to wait to see if 
our application is selected for funding. While this is a 
very competitive program, there were only eight 
applications at the state level this year due to a very 
quick application process.

e) Develop the Advisory Commission into a sustainable 
operating organization:

1. See facilitated the paperwork to have the NPS 
obligate the Commission’s FY11 federal funding, and 
facilitated the transfer of the remaining FY10 federal 
funds to the Commission’s bank account. 

2. See made sure that the Commission’s quarterly tax 
forms were filed and all bills were paid.

1. Executive Director Scott See's 2-year contract has 
expired.

1. Summary of Revenues and Expenditures 2011 

(See Attachment).

Moved by Dana and seconded by Johnson to 
approve quarterly bills for payment totaling 
$157,690.13.  Dana noted that $112,500.00 of that 
was for Heritage grants and approximately 
$27,700.00 was for the 4-county historic resource 
survey.

Motion carried unanimously.  (6/0)

c) Development – Scott See report:
1. Grant application to National Scenic Byways for

completion of Phase 3 of the historic resource survey 
(northern Houghton County) has been prepared.  The 
grant requires a local match, $5,000.00 of which has 
been pledged by a private donor.

Moved by Sullivan and seconded by Dana to 
approve submission of grant application to 
National Scenic Byways for $60,970.00 requiring a 
match of $15,243.00.

Motion carried unanimously.  (6/0)

2. See noted that the Americana Foundation has been 
very good to the Keweenaw Peninsula in supporting, 
among many other things, the on-going historic 
survey project.  Americana Foundation is currently 
funding nine projects in the Keweenaw and only one 
other project in the whole U.P.  Marlene/Marty 
Fluharty of the American Foundation visited the 
Keweenaw recently and met with See and Hoagland. 
They discussed the success of the KNHP and 
Advisory Commission Heritage Grant program and 
the need for more funds to inject into the program, 
perhaps by tapping other foundations, with the 
Advisory Commission acting as a re-granting conduit. 
Both See and Hoagland expressed sincere thanks to 
the American Foundation for their continuing support.

1. Nothing additional to add from Executive Director's 

report.



e) Preservation-Stewardship – Kim Hoagland report:
1. Regarding the progress on the 4-county historic 

resource surveys, Phase 2 (Baraga and southern 
Houghton county) is almost complete and Phase 2.1 
(Keweenaw county) is about to start and should be 
complete by end of August.  

Moved by Johnson and seconded by Sullivan to 
approve contracts for Phase 2.1 work to Jane 
Busch ($6,100.00), Erik Gollannek ($8,500.00), and 
Ryan Holt ($3,150.00).

3. PARK REPORTS
a) Mike Pflaum, Park Superintendent attending off-site 

training, Tom Baker Report – (See Attachment)  
1. Highlighted items from Superintendent’s report to 

the Advisory Commission:
a. Regional Director Mike Reynolds began his 

new assignment the end of April and, at the 
behest of Senator Carl Levin, visited 
Keweenaw NHP this past weekend, touring the 
Quincy Smelting Works, the Quincy Mine & 
Hoist, and the soon-to-be Calumet Visitor 
Center in the Union Building. The Regional 
Director is responsible for 55 parks in 13 states 
and returned to Omaha with an appreciation for 
the nationally significant resources of the 
Copper Country and a deeper understanding of 
the partnership efforts that are being 
undertaken by the entire community, including 
the Keweenaw Heritage Sites, the 
Commission, and the NPS.

b. The storm event that occurred the night of July 
1 resulted in severe damage to both the C&H 
#2 Dry House and the Drill Shop. As the #2 Dry 
contains the historic C&H Drill Core Collection, 
park staff immediately mobilized to provide 
interim protection for this valuable collection 
until replacement of the roof can be effected. In 
these times of budget challenges at both the 



local and regional levels, several options of 
effecting repairs are being explored.

c. With budget challenges appearing to be 
imminent for the next several years, NPS staff, 
in consultation with the Commission, has been 
exploring potential efficiencies and alternative 
solutions through budget planning exercises. 
The NPS intends to be prepared to implement 
contingency strategies as required to continue 
meeting mission-critical activities.

d. The process to fill the two expired 
appointments on the Commission will begin 
this week. The positions are the at-large seat 
currently held by Commissioner Steve Albee, 
and the seat representing the Houghton 
County Board of Commissioners, currently held 
by Commissioner Ed Jenich. Thanks to  both of 
them for their willingness to continue serving 
while the legislated stagger is re-established.

e. Tom Baker will be attending a public meeting 
that will present alternatives developed by the 
Michigan Maritime Special Resources Study 
Team. The meeting will be in St. Ignace on 
August 2 at 10:00 a.m. Tom will continue to 
ensure that our partners with maritime 
resources are receiving the appropriate level of 
consideration for inclusion in this study.

b) Museum, Archives, and Historical Services – Tom 
Baker Report (See Attachment)

1. Highlighted items from report to Commission:
a. The Collections Management Plan team for the 

Lake Superior multi-park repository facility is 
currently underway. The team is looking 
forward to review and input from the 
Commission as the plan is further developed.

b. Collections’ reference support for the Union 
Building exhibits and the Calumet CLR as well 
as research use of the collections has been 
steady this summer. In addition to many out-of-
town researchers utilizing the collections for 
family history projects, there has also been 



new scholarly interest in the collections, from 
doctoral dissertations to creative writing to 
exhibit planning. 

c) Interpretation and Education – Tom Baker Report (See 
Attachment)

1. Highlighted items from report to Commission:
a. Planning for the grand opening of the Calumet 

Visitor Center. The 3-day event will include 
multiple activities and presentations. A public 
committee is working on ways to incorporate 
the community and Keweenaw Heritage Sites 
into the event, and a smaller executive 
committee is working on budget and NPS-
focused planning. To date, events include a 
private exhibit reception, ribbon cutting, 
naturalization ceremony, pasty luncheon, 
Coppertown Miner’s Reunion, Fourth Thursday 
in History program, and educational tours. 
From now until the opening, bi-weekly 
meetings will occur and anyone interested in 
being involved is welcome to attend meetings. 
Call either Kathleen Harter or Kathleen Baker 
to learn more. 

b. The announcement for the vacant Interpretive 
Specialist position is posted on USA Jobs, 
open July 8 – 22, and is open to all sources - 
both non-government applicants and those 
with government status. It will still be several 
months before someone is working in that 
position due to interviewing, reference checks, 
and relocation and budget.

d) Preservation Services – Tom Baker Report (See 
Attachment)

1. Highlighted items from report to Commission:
a. The YCC crew of 6 have assisted numerous 

Keweenaw Heritage Sites including 
Coppertown, the Keweenaw Heritage Center, 
Quincy Mine Hoist Association, Central Mine, 
Delaware Mine, the Copper Range Historical 
Museum, and the Keweenaw County Historical 
Society at the Cliff Cemetery. They have also 
assisted park partners Calumet Township at 
the Colosseum and Schoolcraft Cemetery, and 



the Village of Calumet in Agassiz Park. They 
have, of course, also been tending to park 
buildings and grounds.

b. The wayfinding portion of the park sign 
program is essentially complete although 
funding is being sought for six (6) additional 
signs. The installation of visitor information 
signs will begin soon.

c. The Calumet CLR is proceeding on schedule. 
Additional funding is being sought to extend 
the community outreach effort with key 
stakeholders.

d. NPS day-labor crews have been working on 
masonry and carpentry aspects of the Quincy 
Smelting Works stabilization project. Clossner 
Construction is to begin the contracted phase 
of the work at the smelter site this week.

e. Bid proposals for the Keweenaw History 
Center roof and the C&H Warehouse No. 1 
windows have been evaluated and forwarded 
to the NPS Contracting Office to finalize details 
prior to award.

f. The 90% submittal for the Warehouse No. 1 
Historic Structures Report is due from the 
contractor on July 29. Preservation Services 
staff will coordinate review comments from 
NPS staff and the Commission for submission 
to the contractor by September 5.

g. The Union Building construction phase is 
essentially complete. The final punch list items 
are now being completed by the contractor and 
Denver Service Center.

Collection Management – The Collection Management Plan is underway.  The CMP team visited 

ISRO, PIRO, APIS, and KEWE, and they are now writing the plan for the multi-park repository at 

KEWE, and making interim recommendations.  The team will be at KEWE through the end of the 

week.  Brian Hoduski, Jo Urion, and Brandon Sexton are participating from the KEWE staff, and spent 

a lot of time preparing for the team ahead of time, as well.  KEWE staff have salvaged some material 

from the #2 Dry House, and participated in establishment of emergency protection in-place by 

contractors for the drill core housed there.  KEWE staff have completed the annual museum inventory. 

Two Harpers Ferry Center Cold Storage Project employees were recently in the park to help KEWE 

staff prepare film-based archival material for cold storage. A conservator from Harpers Ferry Center 

was in-park for two weeks working on objects to be exhibited at the Union Building in Calumet. 

Archivists from History Associates, Inc., including former KEWE intern and Hancock native Annelise 

Doll, are expected in the park in August and subsequently to complete the archives backlog cataloging 

project for KEWE, which will include processing the Quincy Mining Company records.  Recent 

acquisitions include an accretion to the Paul and Anita Campbell historic map collection, a marble 

baptismal font from St. Anne’s Church in Calumet, donated by Felix and Virginia Fournier, a set of 

photos documenting Quincy Mining Company and other historic sites of the Copper Country, 1974-

1985, donated by Dennis Arnold, Elizabeth Banbery Bucket’s wedding dress, which she made herself, 

and wore when she was married in Calumet in 1909, donated by her granddaughter, Ann (Milford) 

Newton, china from the Odd Fellows Lodge #90 at the Union Building, in Calumet, donated by Mary 

Margaret Wagner, and scans of historic photos from the Marta family, donated by Jack Marta.

Reference Use of Collections – Museum and Archival Services Division staff have continued to 

provide support for the development of the exhibits for the Union Building in Calumet, as well as 

support for the Calumet Unit Cultural Landscape Report.  In addition, research use of the collections 

has been very steady.  Many out of town researchers have been in this summer doing family research. 

There has also been new scholarly interest in the collection; notably, Hancock native Laura Walikainen 

has used the collection for research for her doctoral dissertation at the University of Delaware on 

public baths, locker rooms, restrooms, and changing rooms.  Scott Kaukonen, a professor of creative 

writing at Sam Houston State University in Huntsville, Texas, whose grandparents lived in the Copper 

Country, has used the collection for research on his latest project, a novel partly set in the Copper 

Country.  An exhibit currently on display at the Carnegie Museum in Houghton features material from 

the park collection of A. B. Quello WWII letters.  The exhibit is called “Remember Me: WWII letters 

to a Laurium Barkeep.”  Lou Ellyn Helman and Maria Vezzetti Matson have recently published a book 

entitled “Gelsomina’s Story of Caesar Lucchesi,” which tells the story of the Lucchesi family of the 

Copper Country, drawing on and featuring many items from the Lucchesi family papers, which Maria 

generously donated to KEWE a number of years ago.

Staff  – The Museum and Archival Services Division has two summer seasonal youth internship 

employees.  Archives Technician Mason Christensen is a public history grad student at Western 

Michigan University.  He is working on archival processing, research and writing for finding aids, and 

accessioning.  Museum Technician Jestina Poisant is a former YCC employee; she is working on basic 

conservation tasks, rehousing collection material, and assisting with museum housekeeping and 

general care of collections.  The division has had a number of volunteers this quarter.  One volunteer 

project of note is a research project retired Calumet High School history teacher Dan Glinn has been 

working on, making an index of historic Copper Country photographers, their addresses, and years 

they were listed in local directories.  The list includes over 60 photographers. KEWE Museum 

Technician Tricia Miller has recently provided assistance to other NPS units including the Alaska 

Regional Office, and Effigy Mounds National Monument.  Tricia also recently led a workshop for 

KEWE Heritage Site partners on museum cataloging, which was very well-received.

Interpretation & Education Divisional Update

Seasonal staff are hired and trained:  Rachel Antioho (Youth Intern Program funds) is working 

full time at both the Quincy Information Desk and Park Headquarters Desk until mid-August. 

Christine Passuth (Experience Works) works 18 hours a week at the Park HQ desk. Ron Jones 

and Nick Clark are the seasonal interpretive rangers leading interpretive programs, roving 

through downtown Calumet during special events, and working at the two desk locations. Ellen 

Schrader is doing 2-3 Junior Ranger programs per week in addition to administration functions 

and Park HQ front desk duties. 

Attending Community Events:  Park interpretive staff will have a manned information booth at 

two community events at each of the three counties and at one event in Baraga County:  Pasty 

Fest, Copper Range/South Range Fourth of July, Strawberry Fest, Keweenaw Sesquincentennial, 

Eagle Harbor Art Fair, Log Cabin Days at Old Victoria, Ontonagon Labor Day Celebration, and 

the Baraga County Fair. 

Fourth Thursday in History:  July 28, 2011 – Behind the Scenes at the Union Building – is the 

next program which includes a talk about the building’s history, the development of the 

interpretive exhibits, and the interior construction project. It will be followed by tours of the 

second and third floors.

Replacement of Dan’s position:  The announcement for Dan’s position is on USA Jobs. It is 

open July 8 – 22, 2011 and is open to both non-government status and government status. It will 

still be several months before someone is working in that position due to interviewing, reference 

checks, move, etc. 

Calumet Visitor Center:  Exhibit fabrication is underway and included a visit to the fabrication 

site by Kathleen Harter and Krister Olman. The park continues to review aspects of the exhibit, 

finalizing ever minute detail. Audio-visual programs are being finalized with the park 

commenting on audio descriptions and close captioning. Artifact and museum object 

conservation continues at Harpers Ferry Center with Dave Arnold coming to the park for two 

weeks to work on large exhibit objects. 

The interpretive exhibits will be installed in the building in September with exhibit lighting, 

security, and audio visual programming being set after exhibit install. There may be a soft 

opening of the visitor center if everything is complete prior to the grand opening. This would 

allow staff time to become familiar with the exhibits and building operations and functions in 

advance of the official opening. 

Calumet Visitor Center Grand Opening:  Planning for the grand opening is underway and will 

extend for three days with multiple events and presentations. A public committee is working on 

ways to incorporate the community and Keweenaw Heritage Sites into the event and a smaller 

executive committee is working on budget and NPS focused planning. To date, the following 

events are part of the Grand Opening:  private exhibit reception, ribbon cutting, naturalization 

ceremony, pasty luncheon, Coppertown Miner’s Reunion, Fourth Thursday in History program, 

and education tours.  From now until the opening, bi-weekly meetings will occur and anyone 



interested in being involved is welcome to attend meetings. Call either Kathleen Harter or 

Kathleen Baker to learn more. 

Isle Royale and Keweenaw Parks Association:  The annual membership meeting for IRKPA is 

being held on the Keweenaw Peninsula this year and includes a tour of the new visitor center. 

For a detailed agenda, contact Executive Director Kristine Bradof. The association is also 

researching expanded sales items and preparing for the opening of the new sales outlet at the 

visitor center.
