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One hundred percent of park fee revenues are returned to the maintenance and operation of the Dyea Campground.  Recent improvements include “Sweet Smelling Toilet” style vault toilets, bear-proof food storage lockers, and increased ranger presence.

Klondike Gold Rush National Historical Park is required by law to review its user fees for certain public facilities annually. National parks are to identify areas with similar facilities and/or services in the private and/or government sector to compare fees charged.  Fee adjustment and implementation is made based upon the comparability review, if appropriate. This spring, park managers at Klondike Gold Rush NHP have reviewed the fee structure for both the Dyea Campground and overnight use of the Chilkoot Trail. 





A comparability study was undertaken for each facility. Based on these, the park is not proposing changes in fees for overnight use of the Chilkoot Trail (currently $15 for adults, in addition to fees charged by Parks Canada for use of the Canadian side of the trail.) No fee is charged for day use of the U.S. side of the Chilkoot trail by individuals.





The Federal Lands Recreation Enhancement Act of 2004 (REA) requires that the public have opportunities to participate in any change to a recreation fee established under the Act.  A change in the fee is proposed for the Dyea Campground.





Primitive public campground areas were identified in Southeast Alaska, Yukon Territories and northern British Columbia and fees for comparable services were compared.  Similar facilities included self-registration/fee payment kiosks, vault/pit toilets, vehicle access, tables, fire rings, and food storage devices.  Upon reviewing charges for similarly equipped campgrounds, Klondike Gold Rush National Historical Park is proposing an increased “expanded amenity fee” for the National Park Service operated campground in Dyea from the current fee of $6 per site per night to $10 per site per night, beginning in May 2008.
