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Weather helps firefighters on Jack Fire
Fire personnel are continuing to fight the Jack Fire which was ignited by lightning and detected around 9:00 PM on August 17th.  The fire is located in the northern section of Lava Beds National Monument and adjacent lands north of the Monument.  
Diminished winds, increased relative humidity and cooler temperatures have helped firefighters in their efforts to contain the fire.  The fire behavior yesterday was less active than previous days and now is 60% contained.  The fire is estimated to have burned 6,900 acres.   
Closures remain in effect for the backcountry, the Indian Well Campground and the main park road north of the Medicine Lake junction.  Visitor access is available through Tionesta and the Medicine Lake road.   The Visitor Center and Cave Loop is open during regular operating hours.  Additional closures may be implemented at any time due to emergency conditions.
