Guided Tours on Captain Jacks Stronghold Trail to Continue into the Winter Season
Tulelake, CA – Lava Beds National Monument superintendent Dave Kruse is pleased to announce that rangers will continue to lead visitors on tours through the inner loop trail of Captain Jacks Stronghold throughout the winter season.  Due to resource protection and visitor safety concerns brought about by the Jack Fire that swept through the monument’s northern grasslands in August, the popular Captain Jacks Stronghold area remains otherwise closed to the public.  
When weather and staffing permit, visitors may reserve a 1-hour guided tour highlighting the events of the Modoc War as well as the effects of the Jack Fire.  Up to one tour each day may be offered, departing from the parking lot at Captain Jacks Stronghold.  Please contact the Visitor Center at 530-667-8113 in advance of your visit for reservations and available tour dates and times.  Sturdy footwear and warm clothing should be worn.  School classes may request additional curriculum-based tours by contacting the Visitor Center at least one week in advance of their intended visit.  The Stronghold is expected to reopen to public access in spring after sufficient vegetation has grown back and trail posts and directional signs have been reestablished.  
Lava Beds is always open to visitors to explore on their own, and access is available from the northern entrances throughout the winter except immediately after large snowstorms.  The Visitor Center is open from 8:30 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. and Cave Loop Drive is open to vehicles from 8:00 a.m. to sunset every day except Christmas Eve and Christmas Day.  
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
