Snakes are found throughout the Monument. Although more active from spring to fall, snakes have been sighted during mild winters.


Tell a ranger if you see a snake in the campground or anywhere it might be a threat.

We welcome you to explore caves that are suitable for your level of experience and preparedness. All caves, except Mushpot Cave, require a flashlight to visit properly. 


Speak to a ranger about what caves might be best for you to visit.
