You may receive a free EIN at http://www.irs.gov/Businesses/Small-Businesses-&-Self-Employed/How-to-Apply-for-an-EIN.  We will use the EIN that you provide as needed to collect debts.  
9. Provide proof of General Liability Insurance naming the United States of America, National Park Service, as additionally insured in the amounts designated in the application.
10. NPS Management Policy prohibits employees of the NPS and their spouses and minor children from acquiring or retaining any authorization for conducting commercial services in a park area.
11. If your business or business owners or current employees or proposed employees have been convicted or are currently under charges for violation of State, Federal, or local law or regulation in the last 5 years, please give details (does not include minor traffic tickets).
12. Include payment of the Application/Administrative Fee (see Attachment B).
13. Please sign and date your application and checklist.  If the person SIGNING this application is not an Authorized Agent for the business, proof of signing authority must accompany this application.

The National Park Service has terms and conditions on all commercial service agreements.  The following terms and conditions will apply to all Commercial Use Authorizations.  There may be additional terms and conditions based on the services provided.  These may include but are not limited to limits to locations, times, group size, and employee licenses and certifications.  

CONDITIONS OF THIS AUTHORIZATION

1.	The holder is prohibited from knowingly giving false information. To do so will be considered a breach of conditions and be grounds for revocation: [RE: 36 CFR 2.32(a) (3)].

2.	The holder shall exercise this privilege subject to the supervision of the park area Superintendent. The holder shall comply with all applicable laws and regulations of the area and terms and conditions of the authorization. The holder must acquire all permits or licenses of State or local government, as applicable, necessary to provide the services described above, and, must operate in compliance with all applicable Federal, State, and local laws and regulations, including, without limitation, all applicable park area policies, procedures and regulations.  The commercial services described above are to be provided to park area visitors at reasonable rates and under operating conditions satisfactory to the park area superintendent.

3.	This authorization is issued upon the express condition that the United States, its agents and employees shall be free from all liabilities and claims for damages and/or suits for or by reason of any injury, injuries, or death to any person or persons or property of any kind whatsoever, whether to the person or property of the (holder), its agents or employees, or third parties, from any cause or causes whatsoever while in or upon said premises or any part thereof during the term of this authorization or occasioned by any occupancy or use of said premises or any activity carried on by the (holder) in connection herewith, and the (holder) hereby covenants and agrees to indemnify, defend, save and hold harmless the United States, its agents, and employees from all liabilities, charges, expenses and costs on account of or by reason of any such injuries, deaths, liabilities, claims, suits or losses however occurring or damages growing out of the same.

4.	Holder agrees to carry general liability insurance against claims occasioned by the action or omissions of the holder, its agents and employees in carrying out activities and operations under this authorization. The policy shall be at least $1,000,000.00 and naming the United States of America as additional insured. Holder agrees to have on file with the park copies of the above insurance with the proper endorsements.

5.	Costs incurred by the park as a result of accepting and processing the application and managing and monitoring the authorization activity will be reimbursed by the holder. Administrative costs and estimated costs for activities onsite must be paid when the authorization is approved. If any additional costs are incurred by the park, the holder will be billed at the conclusion of the authorization.
	
6.	Benefit – Neither Members of, nor Delegates to Congress, or Resident Commissioners shall be admitted to any share or part of this authorization or derive, either directly or indirectly, any pecuniary benefit to arise therefrom: Provided, however, that nothing herein contained shall be construed to extend to any incorporated company, if the authorization be for the benefit of such corporation.

7.	This authorization may not be transferred or assigned without the written consent of the park area Superintendent.

8.	This authorization may be terminated upon breach of any of the conditions herein or at the discretion of the park area Superintendent.

9.	The holder is not entitled to any preference to renewal of this authorization except to the extent otherwise expressly provided by law. This authorization is not exclusive and is not a concession contract.

10.	The holder shall not construct any structures, fixtures or improvements in the park area. The holder shall not engage in any groundbreaking activities without the express, written approval of the park area Superintendent.

11.	The holder is to provide the park area Superintendent upon request (and, in any event, immediately after expiration of this authorization) a statement of its gross receipts from its activities under this authorization and any other specific information related to the holder’s operations that the park area superintendent may request, including but not limited to, visitor use statistics, and resource impact assessments.

12.	The holder is to maintain an accounting system under which its accounts can be readily identified within its system of accounts classification. This accounting system must be capable of providing the information required by this authorization. The holder grants the United States of America and the Government Accountability Office access to its books and records at any time for the purpose of determining compliance with the terms and conditions of this authorization.

Appendix A

SCUBA Dive Guiding

1.	Soliciting or advertising of goods or services is not permitted within Lake Mead NRA.  “For Sale” signs are prohibited from being displayed on all boats moored in wet slips or on the waters of Lakes Mead and Mohave.  Violation of this permit condition will result in immediate permit revocation, in accordance with conditions of this permit.

2.	The conditions of this permit apply to guided diving services only and do not apply to dive instruction conducted within the boundaries of Lake Mead National Recreation Area.

3.	In addition to general insurance requirements permittee must also provide certificate of “divemaster’s liability” for all diveguides.

4.	Each dive guide will provide annual copies of certificates for divemaster’s liability insurance, showing the U.S. Government, National Park Service as additionally insured and expiration date.   A copy of each divemaster’s certification cards for divemaster and technical diving will also be provided. 

5.	As a minimum, the standards set forth by the applicable national certification agency will be complied with when the guiding is being conducted within the boundaries of Lake Mead NRA.  Dive masters must have both current divemaster and technical diver certification from a nationally recognized agency e.g. PADI, NAUI, IANTD.

6.	A nationally certified divemaster will be present when any guided diving is conducted within Lake Mead NRA.

7.	Permittee will be certified at the divemaster level through one of the major certification agencies or have a divemaster on board.

8.	The maximum allowed client to guide ratio is two to one (2:1) during dives on the Overton B-29.  Other guided dives elsewhere in the park will adhere to nationally recognized standards for the type of diving being done.  

9.	A diver may qualify as a dive guide if he/she provides copies of a valid nationally recognized certification card and a current professional liability insurance certificate, has watched the orientation video, completed an orientation dive on the B-29 lead by another dive guide or NPS diver and agrees in writing to adhere to the terms of access as provided by NPS. This will be documented by the completion of the exhibit 1 – Statement of Dive Guide Certification.

10.	All divers embarking on a guided dive of the B-29 will watch the orientation video and read and sign a dive permit provided by NPS.  Copies of each diver’s signed form and a dive summary sheet for each day’s diving will be provided to the park cultural resource office at the end of the permit period, or to NPS law enforcement or cultural resources personnel upon request. This is documented by the completion of Exhibit 2 – Individual Dive Authorization.

11.	Permittee will complete Exhibit 3 – Dive Summary, for each dive and will submit these completed forms with the Exhibit 4 - B-29 CUA Monthly Report.

12.	Exhibit 4 – B-29 CUA Monthly Report will be due on the 15th of each month throughout the CUA term, for the reporting of the guided dives on the B-29 site.

13.	Exhibit 5 – Annual Report for Diving on the B-29 Site and SCUBA Instruction and Charter will be completed annually, due within the first few months of the next year, upon request.

14.	Exhibit 6 – Acknowledgement of Risk form will be used by the permittee for each of their park visitors engaging in a dive on the B-29 Site or any other dive authorized under this permit.

15.	Each CUA Permit holder will be allowed 100 client dives during each 12 months in their two year CUA permit. During that time the NPS will conduct periodic monitoring of the B-29 site and make an assessment of diver impact to the resource. Impact includes damage to the fabric control surfaces, damage to the aluminum skin of the aircraft, damage to any painted surface or markings, movement of loose objects and theft of materials from the plane. 

16.	Permittee acknowledges that permitted numbers of individuals for dives on the Overton B-29 may be revised downward in case of some impact to the resource, or closed altogether in the case of severe impact to the resource.  Assessment of diver impact will be at the conclusion of the permit period or as deemed necessary by Lake Mead cultural resources staff.  The current condition of the B-29 site as well as the scale and response to diver impacts is set forth in “Lake Mead B-29 Management Plan.”

17.	NPS shall provide a copy of ‘Lake Mead B-29 Management Plan” to permittee as a condition of granting this permit.

18.	Permittee is solely responsible for ensuring that all activities authorized by this permit are conducted in a safe and professional manner in accordance with generally accepted practices and standards of a nationally certified diving agency and is insured by same.

19.	All boat operators, when carrying passengers or divers for hire, must possess a valid U. S. Coast Guard Motorboat Operator's License or Operator Uninspected Passenger Vessel (OUPV) License.  The boat must comply with current U.S. Coast Guard regulations and specifications governing vessels carrying passengers for hire.  If carrying more than 6 passengers for hire, permittee must also contact the U.S. Coast Guard to obtain a Certificate of Inspection, as required under by Federal Regulations.

20.	The size of the dive cannot exceed the carrying capacity of the boats available to support the dive activity.

21.	When dives operations are in progress, the standard red and white “diver down” flag will be displayed and clearly visible as follows:
a.	On a float with an attached line towed by each diver group; or,
b.	On a float with an attached line and anchored at a location where divers will not exceed a horizontal distance of 100 feet from the flag.  More than one flag should be used if needed to adequately warn boaters; or, 
c.	On a vessel, at a location where divers will not exceed a horizontal distance of 100 feet from the flag.
d.	When diving in current where neither (a) or (b) are practical, a safety boat will float adjacent to a dive team.  If more than one dive team is diving, then a second safety boat is required to ensure safety and sufficient warning to boaters both up and down current of the dive group.  Safety boats will not exceed 100 feet distance from any dive group unless safety conditions and good judgment dictate otherwise.

22.	Divers will be within 100 feet horizontally of dive flag at all times.

23.	No vehicles or equipment may be left in the recreation area when not actually engaged in the performance of the activities covered by this permit.   

24.	The use of a mineral or metal detector, magnetometer, side scan sonar, other metal detecting devices, or subbottom profilers without a special use permit is strictly prohibited and will result in permit revocation.  The use of remotely operated vehicles (ROVs) on the B-29 site without a separate Special Use Permit is prohibited and will result in loss of permit. Special Use Permits may be obtained by contacting the Chief Ranger’s Office at 702.293.8908.

25.	Permittee is not authorized to conduct filming activities without obtaining a separate Special Use Permit.  Special Use Permits may be obtained by contacting the Chief Ranger’s Office at 702.293.8908.

26.	If the permitted services should involve the use of a concessioner's facility, prior written authorization of the respective concessioner(s) is required.

27.	To prevent the spread of aquatic invasive species, most notably the quagga mussel, from Lake Mead NRA to other water bodies, all vessels and water equipment must be cleaned, drained and dried.

28.	To prevent the spread of aquatic invasive species, most notably the quagga mussel, from Lake Mead NRA to other water bodies, all exiting vessels, that were in the water for more than five days, are required to be inspected and hot water (>140°F) washed upon removal.  You are required to coordinate with the marina for inspection and hot water (>140°F) wash prior to removing the vessel from Lake Mead NRA if you are exiting at Temple Bar, Willow Beach or Katherine’s Landing (see enclosed list of marinas and phone numbers).  If you are exiting at Las Vegas Boat Harbor, Lake Mead Marina, Cottonwood Cove or Callville Bay, you must contact the Nevada Department of Wildlife by calling (702)-757-5757 to schedule a free inspection and hot water (>140°F) wash. If you have been in the water for less than five days, you are required to clean, drain and dry your vessel and water equipment upon exiting Lake Mead NRA. Under State and Federal law, it is illegal to transport aquatic invasive species.  More specifically, it is Arizona State law to pull and leave the drain plug out on all watercraft during transport.  If found in violation, you will be subject to fines, impoundment of vessel, or arrest.
  
29.	If the District Ranger or the concession manager or their authorized representatives determine that any of the operations authorized in this permit are interfering with the public use of the harbor, marina, launch ramp, parking lots or other areas, the operation must be modified to avoid adverse conditions or be rescheduled for a time which does not present adverse conditions.

30.	Any injury requiring medical attention or having potential tort liability must be reported immediately to the Ranger Division via dispatch at 702.293-8932.

31.	Motorized Vessel Use – Willow Beach to Hoover Dam:

To allow for a wide variety of recreational opportunities the following is in effect:

Year-round (Sunday and Monday):
The canyon from Willow Beach to Hoover Dam (Black Canyon) will be managed as a primitive zone where people can experience a variety of motor-less recreational opportunities in a natural setting.  PWCs and vessels with motors are prohibited on Sundays and Mondays year round.

Between Labor Day and Memorial Day (Tuesday - Saturday):
The canyon from Willow Beach to Hoover Dam (Black Canyon) will be managed as a semi-primitive zone. PWCs remain prohibited. Boating is restricted to vessels with 65-horsepower engines or less Tuesday - Saturday.

Between the Saturday of Memorial Day to Labor Day (Tuesday - Saturday): 
The canyon from Willow Beach to Hoover Dam (Black Canyon) will be managed as a rural-natural zone.  During the busy boating season there are no horsepower restrictions and PWCs are allowed Tuesday - Saturday.

Houseboating, water-skiing, and wakeboarding remain prohibited for safety reasons because of the narrow canyon environment in the river area between Willow Beach and Hoover Dam.

SCUBA Instruction and SCUBA Charter

1.  Soliciting or advertising of goods or services is not permitted within Lake Mead NRA.  “For Sale” signs are prohibited from being displayed on all boats moored in wet slips or on the waters of Lakes Mead and Mohave.  Violation of this permit condition will result in immediate permit revocation, in accordance with conditions of this permit.

2.  In addition to general insurance requirements, permittee will also provide certificate of “underwater instructor’s liability” for all instructors.   Each instructor/diver will provide annual copies of certificates for underwater instructor’s liability insurance, showing the U.S. Government, National Park Service as additionally insured and expiration date.   A copy of each instructor's certification card will be provided to Lake Mead NRA. 

3.  The permittee will have all applicable licenses and permits for performance of work in accordance with the conditions of this permit, including all personnel working underwater will possess nationally recognized certification for such operations.  Copies of certification cards will be provided to Lake Mead NRA.

4.  All boat operators, when carrying passengers or divers for hire, must possess a valid U. S. Coast Guard Motorboat Operator's License or Operator Uninspected Passenger Vessel (OUPV) License.  The boat must comply with current U.S. Coast Guard regulations and specifications governing vessels carrying passengers for hire.  If carrying more than 6 passengers for hire, permittee must also contact the U.S. Coast Guard to obtain a Certificate of Inspection, as required under by Federal Regulations.

5.  A safety boat is recommended during “lakeshore” dives and is mandatory on open-water dives or diving in current.  The boat will display a standard "diver down" flag that is visible 360 degrees around the vessel.

6.  A nationally certified instructor will be present when any phase of the class is conducted within Lake Mead NRA.

7.  The permittee will not exceed the maximum allowed student to instructor ratio per industry standards.

8.  A diver may qualify as an assistant instructor if he/she provides copies of a valid nationally recognized certification card and a current professional liability insurance certificate.  





9. The following equipment is mandatory when engaged in SCUBA: 
a.) The SCUBA tank and regulator must be equipped with, at a minimum, a submersible pressure gauge.
b.) All divers must wear, at a minimum, a buoyancy safety or buoyancy compensator vest or buoyancy    compensator device, equipped with an oral inflator system.
c.) All weight belts and backpack belts must be equipped with a quick release system.

10.  Recommended equipment includes:  depth gauge, diver watch or dive computer, dive knife, and wet suit with hood.

11. The size of the dive cannot exceed the carrying capacity of the pick-up boats available to support the dive activity.

12. When dive operations are in progress, a minimum of two divers using the “Buddy System” are required. 

13.  When dives operations are in progress, the standard red and white “diver down” flag will be displayed and clearly visible as follows:
a.) On a float with an attached line towed by each diver group; or,
b.) On a float with an attached line and anchored at a location where divers will not exceed a horizontal distance of 100 feet from the flag.  More than one flag should be used if needed to adequately warn boaters; or, 
c.) On a vessel, at a location where divers will not exceed a horizontal distance of 100 feet from the flag.
d.) When diving in current where neither (a) or (b) are practical, a safety boat will float adjacent to a dive team.  If more than one dive team is diving, then a second safety boat is required to ensure safety and sufficient warning to boaters both up and down current of the dive group.  Safety boats will not exceed 100 feet distance from any dive group unless safety conditions and good judgment dictate otherwise.

14.  Divers will be within 100 feet horizontally of dive flag at all times.

15.  When diving in Ringbolt Rapids (below Hoover Dam), a dive plan will be agreed upon by all divers and Park Ranger or authorized representative will be advised prior to any dive activity, telephone number 702.293.8998.

16.  Diving activities below Hoover Dam will comply with all posted and restricted areas. As stated in Appendix B: on Sunday and Monday, Hoover Dam to Willow Beach is closed to all motorized vessels.  

17.  No vehicles or equipment may be left in the recreation area when not actually engaged in the performance of the activities covered by this permit.   

18.  The use of a mineral or metal detector, magnetometer, side scan sonar, other metal detecting devices, or subbottom profilers is strictly prohibited and will result in permit revocation.

19.	Exhibit 5 – Annual Report for Diving on the B-29 Site and SCUBA Instruction and Charter will be completed annually, due within the first few months of the next year, upon request.

20.  To prevent the spread of aquatic invasive species, most notably the quagga mussel, from Lake Mead NRA to other water bodies, all vessels and water equipment must be cleaned, drained and dried.

21.  To prevent the spread of aquatic invasive species, most notably the quagga mussel, from Lake Mead NRA to other water bodies, all exiting vessels, that were in the water for more than five days, are required to be inspected and hot water (>140°F) washed upon removal.  You are required to coordinate with the marina for inspection and hot water (>140°F) wash prior to removing the vessel from Lake Mead NRA if you are exiting at Temple Bar, Willow Beach or Katherine’s Landing (see enclosed list of marinas and phone numbers).  If you are exiting at Las Vegas Boat Harbor, Lake Mead Marina, Cottonwood Cove or Callville Bay, you must contact the Nevada Department of Wildlife by calling (702)-757-5757 to schedule a free inspection and hot water (>140°F) wash. If you have been in the water for less than five days, you are required to clean, drain and dry your vessel and water equipment upon exiting Lake Mead NRA. Under State and Federal law, it is illegal to transport aquatic invasive species.  More specifically, it is Arizona State law to pull and leave the drain plug out on all watercraft during transport.  If found in violation, you will be subject to fines, impoundment of vessel, or arrest.
  
23.  All equipment used will be free of soil and vegetation/seeds to the greatest extent possible to mitigate the transfer and spread of exotic plans within Lake Mead NRA. 

24.   Permittee is not authorized to conduct commercial filming activities without obtaining a separate Special Use Permit. Information about Special Use Permits may be obtained by contacting the Chief Ranger’s Office at 702.293.8908.

26.  If the authorized services should involve the use of a concessioner's facility, prior written authorization of the respective concessioner(s) is required.

27.  If the District Ranger or the concession manager or their authorized representatives determine that any of the operations authorized in this permit are interfering with the public use of the harbor, marina, launch ramp, parking lots or other areas, the operation must be modified to avoid adverse conditions or be rescheduled for a time which does not present adverse conditions.

28.  Any injury requiring medical attention or having potential tort liability must be reported immediately to the Ranger Division via dispatch at 702.293-8932.







29.  Motorized Vessel Use – Willow Beach to Hoover Dam:

To allow for a wide variety of recreational opportunities the following is in effect:

Year-round (Sunday and Monday):
The canyon from Willow Beach to Hoover Dam (Black Canyon) will be managed as a primitive zone where people can experience a variety of motor-less recreational opportunities in a natural setting.  PWCs and vessels with motors are prohibited on Sundays and Mondays year round.


Between Labor Day and Memorial Day (Tuesday - Saturday):
The canyon from Willow Beach to Hoover Dam (Black Canyon) will be managed as a semi-primitive zone. PWCs remain prohibited. Boating is restricted to vessels with 65-horsepower engines or less Tuesday - Saturday.

Between the Saturday of Memorial Day to Labor Day (Tuesday - Saturday): 
The canyon from Willow Beach to Hoover Dam (Black Canyon) will be managed as a rural-natural zone.  During the busy boating season there are no horsepower restrictions and PWCs are allowed Tuesday - Saturday.

Houseboating, water-skiing, and wakeboarding remain prohibited for safety reasons because of the narrow canyon environment in the river area between Willow Beach and Hoover Dam.
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
