Parking is available on a first-come, first-
served basis at the Kohm Yah-mah-nee Visitor
Center and Loomis Museum.

The Southwest Walk-in Campground is the
only campground in the park open during the
vehicle free weekend and is first-come, first-
served. Camping in vehicles is allowed in the
Kohm Yah-mah-nee Visitor Center parking
area. Camping fees apply.
