Little Bighorn Battlefield National Monument winter hours of operation are 8:00 A.M. - 4:30 P.M. The self-guiding Deep Ravine Trail and tour road to the Reno-Benteen Battlefield are open 8:00 A.M. - 4:00 P.M. daily.  Custer National Cemetery hours are commensurate with the Monument hours.
