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Little Bighorn Battlefield to recognize Indian Memorial completion during 138th Battle Anniversary  
	
You are invited to the re-dedication of the Indian Memorial on Wednesday, June 25, 2014, during the 138th Anniversary events which commemorate the Battle of the Little Bighorn. Anniversary events this June will center around the re-dedication of the Indian Memorial. 

Ground-breaking for the memorial occurred in 1999, and it was originally dedicated on June 25, 2003. The last phase of the Indian Memorial, from 2003-2013, was to finalize materials to engrave the large granite walls in the interior of the circular memorial. Consultation over the years determined the final engraving products with designated tribal representatives representing warrior-descendants from seventeen tribes historically associated with the battle. These tribes are located throughout the northern plains and Oklahoma. These text engravings, art work and photo-based imagery all honor Indian participants who fought and died in the Battle of the Little Bighorn. The Indian Memorial theme is “Peace Through Unity”.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Denver, Colorado based Chevo Studios was chosen to adapt the tribal text and designs decided upon by the associated tribes into what was etched into granite. Chevo Studios completed the engraving work in October 2013.
