In accordance with regulations and the delegated authority provided in Title 36, Code of Federal Regulations, Chapter 1, Parts 1 through 7, authorized by Title 16, United States Code, Section 3, the following regulatory provisions are established for the proper management, protection, government and public use of the portions of Lincoln Boyhood National Memorial under the jurisdiction of the National Park Service.

Unless otherwise stated, these regulatory provisions apply in addition to the requirements contained in 36 CFR, Chapter 1.

SECTION 1.5 CLOSURES AND PUBLIC USE LIMITS

(a) (1) --Certain areas in the park which are of primary      importance in preserving the historic integrity of, and in interpreting the historical significance of, the Lincoln family residence from December 1816 to March 1, 1830 are designated Historical Interpretation Areas.  Ball playing, sunbathing, kite flying, picnicking, frisbee throwing, and similar recreational activities are not allowed in those areas.  Picnicking is not allowed on any of the landscaped lawn areas, except during park events approved by the Superintendent.  The Historical Interpretation Areas (Nancy Hanks Lincoln Cemetery area and Thomas Lincoln Farm of 1816-1830) are shown on the accompanying map as shaded areas.

(a) (1) --Lincoln Boyhood National Memorial and the Visitor      Center will remain open for public use from 8:00 a.m. until 5:00 p.m. (CST/CDT) seven days a week. The Memorial Visitor Center will be closed only on Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day and New Year's Day. Park grounds are open daily from dawn to dark. 

(a) (1) --During emergency situations such as ice, snow, high                winds, flooding, etc., park roads and trails may be                temporarily closed without advance notice.


(a) (1) --Parking lots are reserved during business hours for those persons using the Memorial Visitor Center, trail systems, picnic areas, and Lincoln Living Historical Farm at Lincoln Boyhood National Memorial. Parking areas, park roadways and trails are closed to the general public from dark to dawn, except for special events, and as the Superintendent may permit.

(a) (1) --The Maintenance area, Residential areas, the Gale Farm, and the Boneyard area are closed to the general public. Generally, the parklands and facilities extending northward along the west side of County Road A from the Maintenance area/Residential entrance road to the Southern RR Spurline right-of-way, and all parklands bounded on the west from State Highway 162 to Lincoln City by the Southern Railroad right-of way, are closed to the public. (See shaded areas of map attached to this Compendium.)

(a) (1) --The park is closed to the use of non-motorized
gliders, sail planes, and motorized aircraft and vehicle models.

(a) (1) --All park trails and unpaved roads are closed to bicycles and motorized vehicles. Handicapped use of vehicles such as electric wheelchairs and golf carts is allowed. Horseback riding is prohibited in the park.

(a) (1) --Vehicle parking lots are reserved for persons using the Memorial Visitor Center, trail systems, and interpretive facilities. Social gatherings or sports activities conducted within vehicle parking lots are prohibited.

(a) (2) --Except for special observances or activities as authorized by the Superintendent, consumption of food and beverages, including alcoholic beverages, or the possession of opened food and beverage containers is prohibited in the museum area, the Nancy Hanks Lincoln Hall, and the Abraham Lincoln Hall of the Memorial Visitor Center. Smoking is prohibited in all public buildings and at the Lincoln Living Historical Farm. Consumption of alcoholic beverages is prohibited at the Lincoln Living Historical Farm at Lincoln Boyhood National Memorial.


SECTION 1.6 PERMITS

(b)     --Except as otherwise provided, application for a permit shall be submitted to the Superintendent during normal business hours.  (The application shall be submitted so as to reach the Superintendent at least 72 hours in advance of the proposed event.  36 CFR 2.50(b)).

(c)     --In accordance with 36 CFR 1.7, the following activities require Special Use Permits:

SECTION 2.1 PRESERVATION OF NATURAL, CULTURAL AND ARCHEOLOGICAL RESOURCES

(a)     --Leaving a trail or walkway to shortcut between portions            of the same trail or walkway, or to shortcut to an                 adjacent trail is prohibited.
(b) (1) --A reasonable quantity (Maximum of one gallon per                   family/group per day) of the following may be gathered             from off the ground to normal reaching height for                  personal use within the boundaries of the park:                    (Collecting fruits, nuts, seeds/cones to sell to others            is prohibited.)

- Blackberries
- Hickory nuts
- Walnuts
- Pine Cones
- Acorns
- Persimmons
- wild grapes
- apples & pears (maximum of 1 peck per family/group per                   day)

Fence climbing, climbing trees, or breaking branches, or pulling down vines, or disturbing or damaging the park's natural resources in any way to obtain fruits, nuts, and seeds/cones is prohibited. 

(c)		Visitors may not collect any part of plants that are               contained in the Federal or State of Indiana lists of              rare, threatened or endangered species or plants.

SECTION 2.2  WILDLIFE PROTECTION

(a)(1)(2)  The following are prohibited:  the taking of wildlife, through either hunting or trapping and the feeding, touching, teasing, frightening or intentional disturbing of wildlife nesting, breeding or other activities.

(a)(4)(e)  The Superintendent has designated all of the park area as closed to the viewing of wildlife with an artificial light.

SECTION 2.4  WEAPONS, TRAPS AND NETS

(a)(1)(i)(ii)(iii)  Except as otherwise provided in this section, the following are prohibited: possessing a trap or net; carrying a trap or net; using a weapon, trap or net. People who can legally possess firearms under applicable federal, state, and local laws, may legally possess firearms in this park. It is the responsibility of visitors to understand and comply with all applicable state, local, and federal firearms laws before entering this park. 


(a)(2)(i)(3)  Traps or nets may be carried or possessed within a temporary lodging or mechanical mode of conveyance when such implements are rendered temporarily inoperable or are packed, cased or stored in a manner that will prevent their ready use.

(a)(4)(e)  Authorized Federal, State and local law enforcement officers may carry firearms in the performance of their official duties.

SECTION 2.5  RESEARCH SPECIMENS

(a)  Taking plants, fish, wildlife, rocks or minerals is prohibited unless a specimen collection permit has been issued by the Superintendent.  Such a permit will only be issued in accordance with those regulations specified in 36 CFR 2.5.

SECTION 2.10 CAMPING AND FOOD STORAGE

(a)     --Camping is not permitted anywhere within the park.  Camping areas for Special Events and for Living History Groups performing interpretive programs will be designated only when a permit is issued.  Individuals and groups must obtain a permit.  Applications for a Special Use Permit are available from the Superintendent's office.

(b) --The gathering and use of firewood within the park, or the gathering of firewood for use outside the park is prohibited. 


SECTION 2.11 PICNICKING

(a)     --Picnicking is allowed only in the areas designated by picnic tables, and as designated by the Superintendent.  Picnicking on or against the stone walls surrounding the Memorial Visitor Center Parking Plaza is prohibited for safety and cultural resource protection.


SECTION 2.13 FIRES

(a) (1) --Organized Living History groups and other groups (such as Scouts and Civil War reenactment units ) may have a contained open fire in conjunction with interpretive presentations and camping provided safeguards are taken to adequately control the fire.

SECTION 2.15  PETS

(c)  Pets or feral animals that are running-at-large and observed by an authorized person in the act of killing, injuring or molesting humans, livestock, or wildlife may be destroyed if necessary for public safety or protection of wildlife, livestock, or other park resources.

(d)  Pets running-at-large may be impounded, and the owner may be charged reasonable fees for kennel or boarding costs, feed, veterinarian fees, transportation costs, and disposal.  

SECTION 2.20 SKATING, SKATEBOARDS, AND SIMILAR DEVICES

	  --Using roller skates, skateboard, roller skies, roller              blades, coasting vehicles, or similar devices (in-line     skates) is prohibited.


SECTION 2.21 SMOKING

(a)	  --The Memorial Visitor Center and the Lincoln Living Historical Farm are closed to smoking.


SECTION 2.23 RECREATION FEES

(a)     --The recreational fee for use of the Abraham Lincoln Hall or the Nancy Hanks Lincoln Hall is $100.00 per event with additional user fees of: $225 for 3 hours use and a further charge of $75 per hour for additional hours (above 4 hours).  Use of the Abraham Lincoln Hall for a wedding rehearsal or a memorial commemoration ceremony may be reserved for a $100 user fee. Fee Waivers and after hours use of the Halls is at the Superintendent's discretion.  Individuals and Groups must obtain a Special Use Permit.  Applications for a permit are available from the Superintendent's office.


SECTION 2.35 ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES AND CONTROLLED SUBSTANCES

(a) (3) (i) (A) The Memorial Visitor Center, the Lincoln Living Historical Farm and the formal park grounds (including the Memorial Court, Plaza, Allee, Exhibit Shelter Parking Area, and Cemetery) are closed to the consumption of alcoholic beverages.  Alcoholic consumption may be authorized in the Memorial Visitor Center area at the Superintendent's discretion, and by the issuance of a Special Use Permit.

SECTION 2.50 SPECIAL EVENTS

(a)  -- Special Events are allowed within Lincoln Boyhood National Memorial provided a Special Use Permit has been issued by the Superintendent, and provided the Event meets the requirements of all applicable provisions of Title 36, CFR as they pertain to Lincoln Boyhood National Memorial. 



SECTION 2.51 PUBLIC ASSEMBLIES, MEETINGS

(e)     --All public assemblies, meetings gatherings, demonstrations parades and other public expressions of views are allowed within Lincoln Boyhood National Memorial. All organized assemblies must obtain a Special Use Permit from the Superintendent's office at least one (1) week prior to the public assembly.  Applications for a permit are available from the Superintendent's office. The Superintendent has designated certain locations in the park as not being available for public assemblies and meetings.  These locations are shown on a map available for inspection in the Office of the Superintendent. 


SECTION 2.52 SALE OR DISTRIBUTION OF PRINTED MATTER

(e)     --The sale or distribution of printed matter is allowed within Lincoln Boyhood National Memorial. All Individuals/groups must obtain a Special Use Permit from the Superintendent's office at least one (1) week prior to the desired date.  Applications for a permit are available from the Superintendent's office. The Superintendent has designated certain locations in the park as not being available for the sale or distribution of printed matter.  These locations are shown on a map available for inspection in the Office of the Superintendent.


SECTION 4.10 TRAVEL ON PARK ROADS AND DESIGNATED ROUTES

(a)     --Operating a motor vehicle off roads and parking areas is prohibited except during park sponsored special events at which time additional parking areas will be designated.


SECTION 4.21 SPEED LIMITS

(b)     --The speed limit on park roads is 15 mph.  

(c)   --The speed limit on County roads through the park is 35 mph.

	JUSTIFICATION OF DESIGNATIONS, CLOSURES AND OTHER RESTRICTIONS FOR 	LINCOLN BOYHOOD NATIONAL MEMORIAL 


SECTION 1.5 (a) (1) Those recreational uses not permitted in Historical Interpretation Areas conflict with the legislated purpose of the park, detract from the historic scene, and contribute to the destruction of the historic resources of the park.

The park contains no overnight accommodations nor does it contain any facilities which are normally used at night.  It is therefore felt that no legitimate public activity would be prevented by closing the park at night and would, in fact, reduce the cost to taxpayers by reducing the manpower needed during those hours.  The legislated purpose of the park would not normally be served by night use.

Closure of park roads and trails during inclement weather and adverse conditions would prevent accidents.  In addition, the park is not equipped to clear snow/ice accumulations from roadways and trails.

Use of the Memorial Visitor Center only during park operating hours decreases the cost to taxpayers by reducing the manpower and utilities needed to operate after hours.  At the Discretion of the Superintendent, after hours use may be authorized.

The park Memorial Visitor Center and the Lincoln Living Historical Farm are closed and locked at 5:00 p.m. No legitimate public activity would be prevented by closing the park at night.  The legislated purpose of the park would not normally be served by night use.

The park maintenance area contains two residences, offices, museum storage, equipment, tools, supplies and materials which should not be available to the public for security and safety reasons.  There is no portion of the park's historical interpretation program that takes place in this area.


Activities involving non-motorized and/or radio controlled devices are considered inappropriate in an historical setting and would constitute a danger to public safety.

The trails were designed for foot travel only and for access to interpretive areas.  A bicycle rack is provided at the Memorial Visitor Center and at the Lincoln Living Historical Farm Parking area.  Bicycle traffic on foot trails poses a serious threat to the safety of walkers.  The slopes, narrow sections of trail and curves are especially hazardous.

The Memorial Visitor Center and Lincoln Living Historical Farm parking lots are available during periods when the park is open to the public.  Existing parking facilities are limited and do not provide adequate space except for visitor use. Although there are no gates to bar entry to the Memorial Visitor Center Parking Plaza, or the Farm parking area, signs indicate that these areas are closed to the public after dark for the protection of unattended facilities and historic properties.

Consumption or open containers of food or beverages in the museum area of the Visitor Center may cause serious damage to exhibits, curatorial items and government property.


SECTION 1.6         These permits are only those required by 36 CFR, Parts 1 through 7.


SECTION 2.1 (a) (4) Dead wood is plentiful in the park and may be used for park sponsored events. No dead wood may be collected or removed from the park for any purpose unless permission and a Special Use Permit has been received from the Superintendent.

            (b)     "Short cutting" on the trail system causes damage to the cultural, historical and natural resources of the park.  Loss of vegetation results in severe erosion.

            (c) (1) These natural items are plentiful in the park and have historically been collected by visitors. If monitoring shows that removal is adversely affecting the ecosystem, this relaxation of Section 2.1(c)(1) will be terminated.
 
            (c)     The park is home to at least five endangered or rare plants. Collection of rare or endangered plants or species listed on the Federal or state list would be harmful to their future existence.

Section 2.2The taking or disturbance of wildlife would have a detrimental effect on the natural resources of Lincoln Boyhood National Memorial.  Such activities would not be compatible with the park's mandate as a unit of the National Park system to protect and preserve such resources.

Section 2.4There is no reasonable need for visitors to the park to carry a weapon, trap or net since hunting and trapping are expressly prohibited within the park.  The risk to public safety is another reason for prohibiting the carrying of weapons.

Section 2.5The taking of plants, fish, wildlife, rocks or minerals is ordinarily prohibited, but may be allowed under certain conditions with a permit from the Superintendent.  Such a permit will be issued solely for research purposes and its conditions are intended to protect the natural resources and control the impact of such activities on them.

SECTION 2.10        Special Event camping is permitted only in the designated areas to prevent destruction of the park's cultural and natural resources.

SECTION 2.11        Picnicking in historical interpretation areas 
detracts from the park's historic theme, poses safety hazards, and endangers natural and cultural resources.  Designated picnic areas are available.

SECTION 2.13 (a)(1) Uncontained fires present a safety hazard.  Contained fires by organized groups such as the Scouts (campfires) and Living History interpreters (accurate presentation of 19th century living) is sometimes required.  Special Use Permits must be obtained.

Section 2.15Pets or feral animals running-at-large may present a danger to humans and wildlife.  Their prohibition is a reasonable public safety measure.

SECTION 2.20        This regulation is contained in 36 CFR and provides maximum safety and protection of facilities and resources. 

SECTION 2.21      --Smoking is prohibited in public buildings to provide for visitor safety and protection of facilities and resources.  The Government recognizes the right of its employees to smoke as long as nonsmokers are protected against involuntary exposure to smoke.

SECTION 2.23      --The Memorial Visitor Center is a public building with two memorial halls which can be used for public meetings, weddings, Sunday church services, special events, etc. on a permit/reservation basis only.  A fee is normally assessed for use of the Halls.  (The fee may also be waived at the Superintendent's discretion on a case by case basis.)  This offsets the major expenses for use.  The fee is maintained as low as possible to permit area residents the opportunity to use the facility.  


SECTION 2.51 (e)  --The area designated is large enough to accommodate multiple use including public assemblies.  These locations meet the requirements outlined in 36 CFR section 2.51(e) 1-5 so as not to damage the resource, interfere or impair any government or public activity or endanger any persons.



SECTION 2.52 (e)  --The area designated is large enough to accommodate this activity without causing damage to the resource, interfere or impair any government or public activity or endanger the public.

SECTION 4.10 (a)  --Motorized vehicles are not permitted off-road or beyond the designated parking lots to prevent damage to the resources.

SECTION 4.21 (b)  --Speed limits are set consistent with CFR 36 and road conditions that include narrow lanes, curves and pedestrians.
