Lincoln Boyhood National Memorial is hosting the special portfolio version of the National Portrait Gallery exhibition, One Life: The Mask of Lincoln.  Drawn from the Portrait Gallery’s unrivaled collection of Lincoln portraits, it charts Lincoln’s passage from a fresh-faced Illinois congressman to a troubled visage as he led the fight for the Union, culminating in his grizzled isolation as president.
