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Special Film Screening at Lincoln Boyhood National Memorial Features Local Area Residents

Sponsored by Preserving the Historic Road, 2012, the hour long film takes viewers on a journey down Indiana’s historic roads in an attempt to answer the question “why would anyone want to preserve an historic road?” A second showing of the film will be available at 12:00pm on Wednesday, June 5, 2013.
