Replaces Roof on Lincoln’s Home

As part of its mission Lincoln Home National Historic Site is mandated “…to preserve and interpret for the benefit of present and future generations the home of Abraham Lincoln in Springfield, Illinois…” In order to accomplish this mission, Lincoln Home National Historic Site is responsible for maintaining the Springfield home that Abraham Lincoln lived in for 17 years. This year, from May 31 through June 10, National Park Service maintenance workers will replace the wood shingle roof of the Lincoln Home with a new roof consisting of the same type of wooden shingles. As a result, there will be scaffolding on the front and sides of the Lincoln Home. During this maintenance project free Lincoln Home tours for scheduled organized groups and the general public will continue.
