St. Lucia…is in me, in my bones, so to speak, and it is difficult to see myself living somewhere else…St. Lucia is the place I love.


St. Lucia is a volcanic island...the northern section of the island is relatively flat…the southern part is also very flat, but the middle is a very rugged central core of tropical vegetation. All around you have beaches.


The people are a mixture of Europeans, but predominantly Africans in descent.  I think there's a great warmth, Caribbean personality, warmth, and joy of life.

The mandate of the Trust is to conserve the natural and cultural heritage of St. Lucia…So the Trust can buy land, can sell land, can exchange land, can get donations of land.  

So conservation in a place like St. Lucia has to be treated differently…You are trying to conserve the land, but you must also see about the survival needs of the communities that are dependent on the land.

If we are to conserve the environment, we need persons joining hands, bringing different skills to the table.

So the new paradigm, therefore, in the environment has to be one of partnership, collaboration, compassion, love of human beings and animals and plants as well.
