Mountains and Rivers Forever Camp Explores the Upper Valley

Twenty young adults from the Upper Valley spent two weeks hiking, farming, floating, carving spoons, orienteering, stargazing, and doing trail work for Woodstock’s trail system. Campers, ranging in age from 12-15, gained skills in outdoor work and furthered their understanding of how conservation really works on the ground.  They discovered what is needed for a sustainable environment and how to make informed decisions about the stewardship of their community and public lands.
Campers explored the Marsh-Billings-Rockefeller National Historical Park, Billings Farm & Museum, the Ottauquechee River, Appel Farm, King Farm, Appalachian Trail, and local villages. Along the way, they were joined by various community members who shared their passion for learning about and caring for our mountains and rivers.
Mountains and Rivers Forever Camp was led by teachers Rick Dustin-Eichler and Rob Hanson, and sponsored by the Marsh-Billings-Rockefeller National Historical Park and the Vermont Youth Conservation Corps, with generous funding from the Wellborn Ecology Fund.
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
