Asian Longhorned Beetle Identification and Detection
Wednesday, July 22
9:30 AM – 1:00 PM

Forest Center, Marsh-Billings-Rockefeller National Historical Park

This is a 3 ½ hour workshop (2.5 hours in the classroom and 1 hour in the field) to train volunteers to conduct surveys for Asian Longhorned Beetle in Vermont’s efforts for early detection of this destructive non-native forest pest. The workshop instructor is Amanda Priestley, Vermont Forest Pest Outreach and Survey Coordinator with the Vermont Agency of Agriculture.
In the classroom, attendees will learn: 1) The threat Vermont’s forests face from non-native pests such as the Asian Longhorned Beetle, 2) The biology of ALB, including how to recognize the larval and adult stages, 3) How to recognize external symptoms of ALB infestation on host trees, 4) Who to contact should they see these pests. In the field session, attendees will spend about an hour doing a walk-through of high risk host hardwood trees, and will have the opportunity to practice ALB survey techniques.

This workshop will primarily focus on Asian Longhorned Beetle; however, attendees will also learn how to identify and recognize symptoms of Emerald Ash Borer, another extremely destructive pest that threatens the health of Vermont’s forests.  Both beetles are not yet known to occur in Vermont, so having trained volunteers who can recognize both of these pests will increase our chances of early detection.
