Invasive Plant Identification and Management
Wednesday, July 8

Forest Center, Marsh-Billings-Rockefeller National Historical Park. Parking available at the Billings Farm & Museum, Woodstock, Vermont.
Learn to identify some of the common Vermont invasive plants and the best methods for managing their populations. Learn strategies for early detection to reduce long-term labor and ecological damage. Plan on getting dirty in the field finding, pulling, and wrenching these plants out of the soil.

Join The Nature Conservancy of Vermont’s Sharon Plumb, Ben Machin and Daniel Ruddell of Redstart Forestry and Consulting in Corinth, VT, and Kyle Jones, Ecologist with the National Park Service, in a presentation on how to identify and manage many of the invasive plants threatening Vermont landscapes. An indoor presentation on invasive plants will help participants learn to identify invasive species of plants. Several hours of outdoor work will focus on mechanical treatment of invasive plants and discussion on prioritization, timing and techniques of control.
