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MANZANAR HOSTS SCREENING OF GULAG 
DOCUMENTARIES ON SEPTEMBER 1 & 2
In conjunction with the traveling exhibit GULAG: Soviet Forced Labor Camps and the Struggle for Freedom, Manzanar National Historic Site and Eastern California Museum will present two documentaries about the Gulag experience on Saturday, September 1, and Sunday, September 2, 2007. The screenings will take place at Manzanar National Historic Site. 
On Saturday, September 1, at 11:00 a.m., and Sunday, September 2, at 2:00 p.m., A Forgotten Odyssey will be shown. This 52-minute documentary exposes the stories of survivors of the forced Soviet annexation of eastern Poland during World War II, when entire towns and communities were deported to Siberia and Kazakhstan to Soviet forced labor camps. 

On Saturday, September 1, at 2:00 p.m., and Sunday, September 2, at 11:00 a.m., The International Gulag will be shown. This 80-minute documentary tells the stories of hundreds of foreigners from many nations who were secretly deported into Soviet Gulag camps, including American John Noble, arrested at his father’s camera factory in Dresden, Germany. John’s story and those of other non-Russians exposes an often overlooked  period of history. 
All screenings will be followed by a discussion led by Park Ranger Gretel Enck and Director of Eastern California Museum Roberta Harlan.
Manzanar National Historic Site and the Eastern California Museum host GULAG: Soviet Forced Labor Camps and the Struggle for Freedom February 17 to October 21, 2007. The National Park Service, in a unique partnership with the Gulag Museum at Perm-36, Russia, the International Memorial Society, and Amnesty International USA, presents this first exhibition in the United States on the Soviet Gulag. The exhibit is on display at Eastern California Museum.

Eastern California Museum is located at 155 North Grant Street, 3 blocks west of the courthouse, in Independence. The Museum is open 10:00 a.m. to 5:00 daily except Tuesdays. The Museum’s phone number is 760.878.0258. 
Manzanar National Historic Site is located six miles south of Independence on U.S.
