Dr. Lane Hirabayashi is Chair of the Asian American Studies Department, and “The George & Sakaye Aratani Professor of the Japanese American Internment, Redress, and Community,” at UCLA. He trained in the field of socio-cultural anthropology at UC Berkeley. While his early studies focused on urbanization in Mexico, he is best known for his scholarship and work on the Japanese American experience. His ongoing projects include a study of Japanese American resettlement in Colorado from 1942 to 1946 and a series of articles about current developments in the Japanese American community and within Japanese American Studies.

In 2009, Professor Hirabayashi published Japanese American Resettlement Through the Lens, a book featuring War Relocation Authority photographs of Japanese Americans and the lives they created immediately after leaving the camps. 
On Saturday, July 11, Professor Hirabayashi will present talks at 11:00 a.m. and 2:00 p.m. exploring the War Relocation Authority’s photography program, its historical and political context, and the ongoing debate over “propaganda” value of the photos. He will sign Japanese American Resettlement Through the Lens in the Manzanar History Association bookstore following his talks. Proceeds from book sales support Manzanar’s education program.
