 YOUTH CONSERVATION CORPS MEMBERS
Manzanar National Historic Site will sponsor an 8-week long Youth Conservation Corps (YCC) program this summer. Youths 15 to 18 are encouraged to apply, provided that they do not reach their 19th birthday before August 10.
YCC team members will work June 18, 2007 through August 10, 2007, earning the Federal minimum wage of $7.50 per hour. The work schedule is Monday to Friday from 7:00 to 3:30 p.m. or an alternative schedule of Monday to Friday from 7:00 to 4:30 p.m. with every other Friday off.  The YCC team will work at Manzanar National Historic Site under the supervision of National Park Service staff.

The three-person YCC team will focus on the preservation of resources associated with the internment of Japanese Americans during World War II, with the Manzanar orchard community and with the Native American history of the site. The crew will work outdoors in a variety of summer weather conditions. Work involves clearing vegetation, raking, digging, and other types of physical labor. In addition to their work at Manzanar, the crew will have opportunities to visit other historically significant areas of the Owens Valley and surrounding area.
