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Manhattan Project History in June  
 

 In June, 1942 President Roosevelt approved a plan for spend-
ing $85,000,000 for the development of a weapon. 

 Construction on K-25 began in June, 1943. 

 Seth Neddermeyer is replaced as director of implosion re-
search by George Kistiakowsky in June, 1944. 

 The Franck Report is issued by Metallurgical Laboratory in June 
1945, recommending a demonstration of the bomb before it is 
used in combat. This recommen-
dation is later rejected by the 
Interim Committee who recom-
mended that the atomic bomb 
be dropped as soon as possible 
without warning. 

 The 509th Composite Group be-
gan arriving on Tinian Island on 
June 10, 1945 with modified B-
29 bombers, the Enola Gay and 
Bockscar.
